PPO Plus
In an effort to assist the participants of the NECA-IBEW Local 480 Health and Welfare Plan, with the increasing complexity of the current four network system (MHP, MPCN,  First Choice, & Health Choice of Alabama),  the Board of Trustees has retained a single health care network which includes the providers and facilities of the networks currently utilized by the Local 480 Health Plan.  This single network, called PPO Plus, will allow participants to continue to access their current healthcare providers and will provide access to many other providers that have previously been unavailable due to network selections requirements.
In addition to extensive local and regional coverage, PPO Plus will provide nationwide network coverage which includes contracts with 4,438 hospitals, over 745,000 physicians and 56,530 ancillary providers.  Provider directories are available online, by zip code, for convenient access.

 Effective November 1, 2006, currently eligible participants in the NECA-IBEW Local 480 health plan will be enrolled in the PPO Plus network regardless of your previous network selection.  Enrollment will be automatic.  Participation in PPO Plus network increases your choices of healthcare providers/facilities and will eliminate the need for future network selections.  
While PPO Plus provides extensive local, regional, and national coverage, it is still a requirement of the plan for you to confirm that your healthcare provider and/or facility participates in the PPO Plus network.   Your healthcare provider will file claims with PPO Plus as indicated on the ID card.

Your new network ID cards should arrive shortly, however, if you do not receive a new card in the mail, call the fund office for verification of your current mailing address.   Your previous network ID card will no longer be valid and should be discarded after receiving your new card.
